Report from the school

 Any other business 

1. Suzanne discussed the breast cancer awareness charity event – Pink Aerobics – which is to be held at Penarth Leisure centre on October 11th. The session will last for 2 hrs and so far Suzanne, Llywela and Mandy Barrington have signed up. Sponsorship forms were left for people to complete.
